The course will focus on the development of problem-
solving skills. The ability to function effectively as a team member 
with those from different disciplines and with different perspectives, 
experiences, and views will be emphasized. Problem solving will be 
examined as an iterative process in which information and feedback are 
used to rethink problems and revise solutions. Solutions will be examined 
in terms of their overall usefulness and equity across different groups.
