(EDK)
EDK 380     Undergraduate Reading Research     1 to 2 Credit Hours
Permits qualified students to pursue a program of reading under the 
direction of a staff member selected by the student. The faculty member 
must agree to serve prior to the course election. May be elected twice for 
total of two hours credit.

EDK 480     Independent Action Research     1 to 4 Credit Hours
Requires the student to initiate and pursue to completion an informal 
field-based research study under faculty supervision. The faculty member 
must agree to supervise prior to course election. May be elected twice for 
a total of two hours credit.

EDK 490     Education Internship     1 to 10 Credit Hours
This internship provides the student with opportunity for supervised, 
non-classroom experience in a school, college, or other educational 
setting. Between eight and forty clock hours of unpaid work per week, in 
conjunction with an arranged seminar, are required. The course may be 
elected twice for a total of four to ten semester credit hours.
